CONSTITUTION AND RULES

1.
NAME

1.1
The Society shall be known as THE NORMAN COURT PARENTS’ SOCIETY

2.
PURPOSE

2.1
The purpose of the Society shall be to promote and advance the best interests of Norman Court School (formerly Northaw School), West Tytherley, for the benefit of its children, and in so doing shall

a)
Provide and maintain a channel of communication and co-operation between parents, School Governors, staff and all others associated with the school; and

b) Organise and run social and fun raising events, any profits of which may be used to purchase or fund items for the benefit of the children of the School.

3.
MEMBERSHIP


3.1
Membership of the Society shall comprise of all parents of pupils at the School, and shall be open to parents of past pupils, former pupils, the teaching staff and School Governors.

3.2
The Executive Committee of the Society may, at their sole discretion, from time to time invite other parents who may be benevolently disposed towards the school, albeit having no direct connection with it, to become members of the Society.

4.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

4.1
The management and control of the Society shall be vested in an Executive Committee.   Which is empowered to take decisions on behalf of the membership, receive and disperse funds, administer the Society’s business generally, and to undertake any such actions as it may deem to be in the best interests of the Society in furtherance of its purpose.
